General Power Tool Safety Warnings

WARNING Read all safety warnings
A and all instructions.

Failure to follow the warnings and
instructions may result in electric shock, fire
and/or serious injury.

Save all warnings and instructions for fu-

ture reference. The term “power tool” in the

warnings refers to your mainsoperated (cord-
ed) power tool or battery-operated (cordless)
power tool.

Work area safety

» Keep work area clean and well lit. Clut-
tered or dark areas invite accidents.

» Do not operate power tools in explosive
atmospheres, such as in the presence
of flammable liquids, gases or dust.
Power tools create sparks which may ig-
nite the dust or fumes.

» Keep children and bystanders away
while operating a power tool. Distrac-
tions can cause you to lose control.

Electrical safety

» Power tool plugs must match the outlet.
Never modify the plug in any way. Do
not use any adapter plugs with earthed
(grounded) power tools. Unmodified
plugs and matching outlets will reduce risk
of electric shock.

» Avoid physical contact with earthed
or grounded surfaces, such as pipes,
cookers and refrigerators. There is an
increased risk of electric shock if your body
is earthed or grounded.

» Do not expose power tools to rain or
wet conditions. Water entering a power
tool will increase the risk of electric shock.

» Do not abuse the cord. Never use the
cord for carrying, pulling or unplugging
the power tool. Keep cord away from
heat, oil, sharp edges and moving parts.
Damaged or entangled cords increase the
risk of electric shock.

» When operating a power tool outdoors,
use an extension cord suitable for out-
door use. Use of a cord suitable for out-
door use reduces the risk of electric shock.

» If operating a power tool in a damp
location is unavoidable, use a residual
current device (RCD) protected supply.
Use of an RCD reduces the risk of electric
shock.

Personal safety

» Stay alert, watch what you are doing
and use common sense when operating
a power tool. Do not use a power tool
while you are tired or under the influ-
ence of drugs, alcohol or medication.
A moment of inattention while operating
power tools may result in serious personal
injury.

» Use personal protective equipment.
Always wear eye protection. Protective
equipment such as dust mask, nonskid
safety shoes, hard hat, or hearing protec-
tion used for appropriate conditions will
reduce personal injuries.

» Prevent unintentional starting. Ensure
the switch is in the off-position before
connecting to power source and/or
battery pack, picking up or carrying the
tool. Carrying power tools with your finger
on the switch or energising power tools
that have the switch on invites accidents.

» Remove any adjusting key or wrench
before turning the power tool on. A
wrench or a key left attached to a rotating
part of the power tool may result in person-
al injury.

» Do not overreach. Keep proper footing
and balance at all times. This enables
better control of the power tool in unex-
pected situations.

» Dress properly. Do not wear loose
clothing or jewellery. Keep your hair,
clothing and gloves away from moving
parts. Loose clothes, jewellery or long hair
can be caught in moving parts.

» If devices are provided for the connec-
tion of dust extraction and collection
facilities, ensure these are connected
and properly used. Use of dust collection
can reduce dust-related hazards.

Power tool use and care

» Do not force the power tool. Use the
correct power tool for your application.
The correct power tool will do the job bet-
ter and safer at the rate for which it was
designed.

» Do not use the power tool if the switch
does not turn it on and off. Any power
tool that cannot be controlled with the
switch is dangerous and must be repaired.

» Disconnect the plug from the power
source and/or the battery pack from the
power tool before making any adjust-
ments, changing accessories, or stor-
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ing power tools. Such preventive safety
measures reduce the risk of starting the
power tool accidentally.

» Store idle power tools out of the reach
of children and do not allow persons
unfamiliar with the power tool or these
instructions to operate the power tool.
Power tools are dangerous in the hands of
untrained users.

» The appliance is not intended for use
by persons (including children) with
reduced physical, sensory or mental
capabilities, or lack of experience or
knowledge, unless they have been su-
pervised or instructed in the use of the
appliance by a person responsible for
their safety.

» Maintain power tools. Check for mis-
alignment or binding of moving parts,
breakage of parts and any other con-
dition that may affect the power tool’s
operation. If damaged, have the power
tool repaired before use. Many accidents
are caused by poorly maintained power
tools.

» Keep cutting tools sharp and clean.
Properly maintained cutting tools with
sharp cutting edges are less likely to bind
and are easier to control.

» Use the power tool, accessories and
tool bits etc. in accordance with these
instructions, taking into account the
working conditions and the work to be
performed. Use of the power tool for oper-
ations different from those intended could
result in a hazardous situation.

» A good knowledge of power tools,
gained as a result of their frequent use,
should not lead to self-confidence and
disregard for safe handling of power
tools. One careless action in a fraction of
a second can result in serious injury.

» Keep handles and gripping surfac-
es dry and clean and free from oil or
grease.The slippery handles of the grip-
ping surface impede the safe handling of
the tool and prevent it from being reliably
controlled in unforeseen situations.

Battery tool use and care

» Make sure the tool is turned off before
inserting the battery. Inserting a re-
chargeable battery into a powered tool
may result in an accident. Check the
battery for tight fit. It has two levels of fixa-
tion.

» Recharge only with the charger speci-

fied by the manufacturer. A charger that
is suitable for one type of battery pack may
create a risk of fire when used with anoth-
er battery pack.

» Use power tools only with specifically
designated battery packs. Use of any
other battery packs may create a risk of
injury and fire.

» Make sure the tool is turned off before
inserting the battery. Inserting a recharge-
able battery into a powered tool may result
in an accident.

» Check the battery for firm seating. It has
two levels of fixation.

Application and maintenance of

The cumulative tool

» Battery supplied not fully charged To en-
sure full battery power, charge the battery
completely before first use.

» Use the battery only in combination with
your P.I.T. tool.

» Charge batteries only in chargers recom-
mended by the manufacturer. A charger
for a certain battery type may lead to a fire
hazard when used with other batteries.

» Apply only batteries in electrical tools. The
use of other batteries can lead to injuries
and fire hazards.

Important safety rules for battery

unit operation.

Note: use only P.L.T. proprietary batteries

Batteries not produced by P.I.T., or batteries

that have been modified, may cause battery

explosion, fire, injury and damage to property.

It also automatically cancels the P.I.T. guaran-

tee on the tool and charger Device P.I.T.

» Before using the battery unit read all in-

structions and warning labels on the char-

ger, battery unit and battery operated tool.

Do not disassemble the battery unit.

Do not drop or hit the battery unit.

Do not use the damaged battery unit

C if battery life is significantly reduced,

stop working immediately Otherwise, the

block may overheat, causing burns and
even an explosion.

» If electrolyte hits your eyes, wash them
with plenty of clean water and consult your
doctor immediately. This can lead to loss
of vision.

» Do not close the battery unit contacts to
each other:

(1) do not touch contact with any conductive

objects.

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(2) do not store the battery unit in the contain-
er together with other metal objects such as
nails, COINS, etc.

(3) do not let water or rain fall on the battery

unit. Closing the battery unit contacts between

each other can lead to high current, overheat-
ing, possible burns and even breakage of the
unit.

» Do not store the tool and battery unit in
places where the temperature may reach
or exceed 50 c (122 f).

» Do not throw the battery unit into the fire
even if it is severely damaged or com-
pletely out of service The battery unit can
explode under fire.

» Gas may be released in case of battery
damage and improper use. Provide fresh
air and consult a doctor if you have any
complaints. Gases can irritate the respira-
tory tract.

» Clean the battery vents from time to time
with a soft, dry and clean brush.

» Charge the battery unit without fully dis-
charging Be sure to stop working with the
tool and load the unit if you notice a de-
crease in tool power.

» Never charge a fully charged battery unit.
Recharging reduces battery life.

» Charge the battery unit at room tempera-
ture Before charging the hot battery unit,
let it cool down.

» Charge the lithium-ion battery unit if you
do not use the tool for a long time (more
than six months).

» D do not open the battery and there is a
risk of short circuit

» Protect the battery from high temperatures,
such as prolonged sun heating, fire, water
and moisture There’s a risk of explosion.

» Store the battery between 0 and 45 ¢ Do
not leave the battery in the car during the
summer.

» The lithium-ion batteries included in the kit
shall be operated in accordance with the
requirements of the dangerous goods leg-
islation.

For commercial transport, such as by a third
party or freight forwarder, special warnings
and markings should be affixed to the pack-
age. When preparing the device for shipment,
be sure to consult a specialist in hazardous
materials. Also comply with local requirements
and regulations. They can be tougher.

Close or fasten the opened contacts and pack

the battery so that it does not move around

the packaging.

» Comply with the requirements of local leg-
islation on battery unit recycling.

Safety warnings for impact

wrenche

» Hold the power tool by insulated grip-
ping surfaces,when performing an op-
eration where the fastener may contact
hidden wiring. Fasteners contacting a
“live” wire may make exposed metal parts
of the power tool “live” and could give the
operator an electric shock.

» Use suitable detectors to determine if
there are hidden supply lines or contact
the local utility company for assistance.
Contact with electric cables can cause fire
and electric shock. Damaging gas lines
can lead to explosion. Breaking water
pipes causes property damage.

» Hold the power tool securely. When
tightening and loosening screws be pre-
pared for temporarily high torque reac-
tions.

» Secure the workpiece. A workpiece
clamped with clamping devices or in a vice
is held more secure than by hand.

» Always wait until the power tool has
come to a complete stop before placing
it down. The application tool can jam and
cause you to lose control of the power tool.

» In the process of operation it is possible to
heat the individual parts of the product and
the replacement tool. If necessary, wait for
it to cool down or use protective gloves.

» The product operates in shock mode and
is a source of vibration. In order to avoid
damage to health, take breaks and limit
the time of work with the product.

Assembly

» Remove the battery from the power tool

before carrying out work on the power
tool (e.g. maintenance,changing tool,
etc.). The battery should also be re-
moved for transport and storage. There
is risk of injury from unintentionally press-
ing the on/off switch.

Battery charging

» Use only the battery chargers listed on
the accessories page. Only these battery
chargers are matched to the lithium ion
battery of your power tool.

Note: The battery is supplied partially

charged. To ensure full capacity of the battery,

completely charge the battery in the battery
charger before using your power tool for the
first time.

The Lithium-lon battery can be charged at any

time without reducing its service life. Interrupt-

ing the charging procedure does not damage
the battery.

The Lithium-lon battery is protected against

deep discharging by the “Electronic Cell Pro-

tection”. When the battery is empty, the ma-
chine is switched off by means of a protective
circuit: The inserted tool no longer rotates.

» Do not continue to press the On/Off
switch after the machine has been au-
tomatically switched off. The battery can
be damaged.

Observe the notes for disposal.

Removing the battery

The battery (6) is equipped with two locking
levels to prevent the battery from falling out
when pushing the battery release button (7)
unintentionally. As long as the battery is in-
serted in the power tool, it is held in position
by means of aspring

To remove the battery (6), press the release
button (7) and pull the battery forward and out
of the power tool. Do not use force to do this.
Battery charger indicator

The green led on the battery charger indicates
the level of its charge. For safety reasons, the
charge indicator is active only in the rest state
of the electric tool.

Click the battery charger button to display the
battery state of charge. This is also possible
when the battery is removed.

If, after pressing the battery charge-indicator
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button, no led indicator is lit, the battery is de-

fective and must be replaced.

Operation and value of the charger indicator

elements

1. Connect the charger to the network (without

acv) - the green indicator will be lit.

2. Put the battery in the charger’s nest - the

red light goes on, the green light goes out.

3. When the battery is fully charged - the red

indicator goes out, starts blinking the green

indicator.

4. The flashing of the green and red indica-

tors indicates the failure of the charger or bat-

tery.

Changing the tool

» Remove the battery from the power tool
before carrying out work on the power
tool (e.g. maintenance,changing tool,
etc.). The battery should also be re-
moved for transport and storage. There
is risk of injury from unintentionally press-
ing the on/off switch.

» Regularly clean the power tool’s air
vents. The motor’s fan can draw the dust
inside the housing and excessive accumu-
lation of powdered metal may cause elec-
trical hazards.

Use application tool:C (see figureA)

Pull the locking sleeve (2) forward, guide the

application tool(1) into the tool holder up to

the stop and release the lockingsleeve (2) to
lock the application tool.

Impact-proof screwdriver bits (16) can be

inserted using auniversal bit holder with ball

catch (15).

Operation

Method of Operation

The tool holder (1) (with the application tool)

is driven by an electric motor via a gear and

impact mechanism.

The working procedure is divided into two

phases:

Screwing in and tightening (impact mecha-

nism in action).

The impact mechanism is activated as soon

as the screwed connection runs tight and load

is therefore put on the motor.

The impact mechanism then converts the

power of the motor to steady rotary impacts.

When loosening screws or nuts,the process is

reversed.

Starting operation

Inserting the battery

» Use only original P.I.T. lithium ion bat-
teries with the voltage listed on the

nameplate of your power tool. Using
other batteries can lead to injuries and
pose a fire hazard.
Set the rotational direction switch (11) to
the middle position to avoid unintentionally
switching it on. Insert the charged battery (5)
into the handle until you feel it engage and it
is flush with the handle.
Set the rotational direction (see figure B)
The rotational direction switch (11) is used to
change the rotational direction of the power
tool. However, this is not possible while the
on/off switch (12) is being pressed.
Right rotation: To drive in screws and tighten
nuts, press the rotational direction switch (11)
through to the left stop.
Left Rotation: To loosen and unscrew screws
and nuts,press the rotational direction switch
(11) through to the right stop.
Switching on/off
To start the power tool, press and hold the on/
off switch(12).
To switch off the power tool, release the on/off
switch (12).
Preselecting the speed/impact rate
With the button (7), you can preselect the
required speed/impact rate in three stages.
Press the button (7) repeatedly until the de-
sired setting appears in the speed indicator
(10).
The selected setting will be saved.
The required speed/impact rate is dependent
on the material and the work conditions and
can be determined by practical trials.
Adjusting the Speed
You can adjust the speed of the power tool
when it is on by pressing in the on/off switch
(12) to varying extents.
A light pressure on the on/off switch (12)
results in a low rotational speed. Increased
pressure on the switch causes an increase in
speed.
Switching the “PowerLight” lamp on/off
Press the button (9) to activate the lamp (8).
To switch off the lamp (8), press the button (9)
again.
Practical advice
» Only apply the power tool to the screw/
nut when the tool is switched off. Rotat-
ing tool inserts can slip off.
The torque depends on the impact duration.
The maximum achieved torque results from
the sum of all individual torques achieved
through impact. Maximum torque is achieved
after an impact duration of 6-10 seconds.
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After this duration, the tightening torque is in-
creased only minimally.
The impact duration is to be determined for
each required tightening torque. The actually
achieved tightening torque is always to be
checked with a torque wrench.
Screw applications with hard, spring-load-
ed or soft seats
When the achieved torques in an impact
series are measured during a test and trans-
ferred into a diagram, the result is the curve
of a torque characteristic. The height of the
curve corresponds with the maximum reach-
able torque, and the steepness indicates the
duration in which this is achieved.

A torque gradient depends on the following

factors:

» Strength properties of the screws/nuts

» Type of backing (washer, disc spring, seal)

» Strength properties of the material being
screwed/bolted together

» Lubrication conditions at the screw/bolt
connection

The following application cases result accord-

ingly:

» A hard seat is a metal-to-metal screw ap-
plication which uses washers. After a rela-
tively short impact duration, the maximum
torque is reached (steep characteristic
curve).Unnecessary long impact duration
only causes damage to the machine.

» A spring-loaded seat is also a met-
al-to-metal screw application but uses
spring washers, disc springs, studs or
screws/nuts with conical seats. It is also
called a springloaded seat when exten-
sions are used.

» A soft seat is a screw application of e.g.
metal on wood or a screw application that
uses lead washers or fibre washers as
backing.

For a spring-loaded seat as well as for a soft

seat, the maximum tightening torque is lower

than for a hard seat. Also, a clearly longer im-

pact duration is required

Tips

Before screwing larger, longer screws into

hard materials, it is advisable to pre-drill a pi-

lot hole with the core diameter of the thread to
approx. 2/3 of the screw length.

Note: Ensure that no metal particles enter the

power tool.

After working at a low speed for an extended

period, you should operate the power tool at

the maximum speed for approximately three
minutes without load to cool it down.

Belt clip

You can use the belt clip (5) to hang the pow-

er tool on a belt,for example. You then have

both hands free and the power tool is always
at hand.

Recommendations for optimal handling of

the battery

A significantly reduced operating time after

charging indicates that the battery has deteri-

orated and must be replaced.

Follow the instructions on correct disposal.

Maintenance and service

Maintenance and cleaning

» Remove the battery from the power tool
before carrying out work on the power
tool (e.g. maintenance,changing tool,
etc.). The battery should also be re-
moved for transport and storage. There
is risk of injury from unintentionally press-
ing the on/off switch

» To ensure safe and efficient operation,
always keep the power tool and the
ventilation slots clean.

» Clean the tool holder(1) and locking
sleeve (2) from time to time and grease
them lightly with 1 600 A00 2NE grease.

When the battery is no longer operative,

please refer to an authorized after-sales ser-

vice agent for P.I.T. power tools.

Service

» Have your power tool repaired only by

qualified personnel using original spare parts.

This ensures the safety of the power tool.

Storage and transportation

ventilation in the package at air temperature

from 10°C to +50°C and air humidity not more

than 80%.

Remove the battery and replacement tool

from the tool before transporting.

TERMS OF WARRANTY SERVICE

To customers (users) of warranty service:

1. This warranty certificate is the only docu-
ment that confirms your right to free warranty
service. If this proof is not presented, no
claims will be accepted. Warranty certificates
cannot be recovered if lost or damaged.

2. It is required to provide a valid and legal
document for purchasing the product. The
document must have the name or seal of the
sales company; at the same time, state the
full model name of the purchased P.I.T. prod-
uct, the serial number on the nameplate of the
fuselage, and the date of purchase, and the
required warranty. The whole machine and its
accessories.

The warranty period:

1. The warranty period of the product is 12
months from the date of sale. During the
warranty period, the service department
will eliminate manufacturing defects free of
charge and replace the parts that fail due to
the manufacturer’s fault. In warranty repair, an
equivalent operable product is not provided.
Replaceable parts become the property of the
service provider.

2. The wear degree on the diameter of the
motor rotor commutator is less than 0.4 mm
(except for brushless motor tools), and the
internal damage caused by the quality of the
tool belongs to the warranty.

The following situations occur during the
warranty period, which is not covered by the
warranty:

1. In the absence of any valid legal docu-
ments (invoices) such as warranty certificates
and warranty cards to prove the date of pur-
chase.

2. Damage caused by natural wear and over-
load. (For example, motor rotor and stator fail-
ure caused by overload, scorching or melting
of the primary winding of the welding machine
transformer, charging or starting the charging

device, melting of internal parts, burning of
electronic circuit boards, etc.)

3. The casing and power cord are mechani-
cally damaged, as well as damage caused by
corrosive media and high and low tempera-
ture, foreign objects entering the ventilation
network of the motor, and damage caused by
improper storage (corrosion of metal parts);

4. Damage caused by improper carrying,
transportation and storage by users.

5. Products that are opened, repaired, re-
placed or modified by users themselves.

6. Any damage caused by indiscriminate use,
beyond the scope of use of the tool, and not
in accordance with the instructions for use
and maintenance. (see chapter “Safety Pre-
cautions” in the manual);

7. The damage caused by the following situ-
ations is not guaranteed due to improper use
and non-quality problems:

(1) When the power tool is running at high
speed, use the braking device to forcibly stop
the rotation.

(2) Excessive pressure is applied to the tool
during the use of the tool.

(3) Use the tool outside the scope of its pur-
pose and capabilities.

(4) Damage caused by the tool working in
a dusty environment for a long time without
timely maintenance of the tool.

(5) Change the rotation direction of the work
head before the tool stops completely.

(6) Shock the battery or charger and replace
the plug of the charger without permission,
causing damage to the battery or charger.

(7) Damage caused by two-stroke gasoline
tools not being fueled in the correct propor-
tions.

The warranty does not include:

1. Replacement of accessories (accessories
and components) such as batteries, discs,
blades, drills, drills, chucks, chains, sprockets,
collet clamps, guide rails, tension and fasten-
ing elements, dresser heads, grinders And
belt sander base machine, hexagonal head,
etc.;

2. Wearing parts, such as: carbon brushes,
transmission belts, seals, protective covers,
guide rollers, guide rails, rubber seals, bear-
ings, toothed belts and wheels, shanks, brake
belts, starter ratchets and ropes, piston rings
Wait.
